Description and Location of Proposed Activity:

Application proposes to impact 280 linear feet (2,910 square feet) of stream buffer to one perennial stream (the
Ocmulgee River) for widening and reconstruction including additional access ramps, a bridge replacement, and the
reconstruction of a trail. Disturbance activities will consist of removing a section of impervious trail, cut for new trail
construction, cut to maintain slope limits for a stormwater basin outside of the buffer, and the installation of type C
silt fence. Project on I-65/1-75 begins at the terminus of 1-65 and ends east of the Coliseum Dr/MLK, Jr. Blvd exit in

Bibb County.
