Authorization to Discharge Storm Water Associated with Industrial Activity
TYPICAL SIC CODES FOR MUNICIPAL FACILITIES

Some municipally-owned facilities may be required to file for coverage under, or exemption from, Georgia’s Industrial Storm Water General Permit (GAR050000, 2012 IGP).  If the municipality owns or operates a facility that has a primary Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) code listed in Appendix D of the 2012 IGP and discharges storm water associated with industrial activity, then the facility must file a Notice of Intent (NOI) for coverage under the 2012 IGP or a No Exposure Exclusion (NEE) for exemption from it.

The primary SIC code is the SIC code for the activity that employs the most people or produces the most revenue at that location.  It is determined by the permittee and entered on the NOI or NEE.  
The brief list below contains some of the most common SIC codes that might apply to a municipally-owned facility that require coverage under the 2012 IGP.  
Typical SIC Codes Requiring Coverage:

· Composting - 2875

· Machine Shops - 3599

· Domestic Wastewater Treatment Systems - 4952 (listed as TW in IGP Appendix D)

· Refuse Systems - 4953 (listed as LF, HZ in IGP Appendix D)

· Recycling Centers - 5093

· Transportation (see note below):

· Local and Suburban Transit - 4111: Activities such as airport transportation service, city and suburban bus line operation, monorails, passenger transportation.  

· Local Passenger Transportation - 4119: Activities such as ambulance service, sightseeing buses, vanpool operation.
· Intercity and Rural Bus Transportation - 4131: activities such as intercity bus lines, interstate bus lines.
· Local Bus Charter Service - 4141:  Activities such as bus charter service where operations are primarily within a single municipality, contiguous municipalities, or a municipality and its suburban areas.

· School Buses – 4151:  Transportation of pupils to and from school.
· Terminal and Service Facilities for Motor Vehicle Passenger Transportation - 4173:  Activities such as bus terminal operation, maintenance facilities for motor vehicle passenger transportation.
Special note regarding Sector P, Land Transportation and Warehousing, SIC codes:  4011, 4013, 4111 - 4173, 4212 - 4231, 4311, and 5171.  The 2012 IGP authorizes storm water discharges from only those portions of the land transportation facility that are involved in vehicle maintenance (including vehicle rehabilitation, mechanical repairs, painting, fueling and lubrication) or equipment cleaning operations (see Part 8.P.2).  Therefore, if a facility is classified as one of the above SIC codes and only has fueling, they are required to file for coverage or exemption under the 2012 IGP only for that portion of the facility.

Please also note that many municipally-owned facilities fall under Division J: Public Administration, of the SIC code index, which does not require coverage under the 2012 IGP.  This group includes:

For example, Division J includes Police Protection (9221), Correctional Institutions (9223) and Fire Protection (9224).  What this means is if a sheriff’s office, prison or fire station has fueling or vehicle maintenance facilities, they are not required to file for coverage or exemption under the 2012 IGP, because the primary SIC code for these facilities is not listed in Appendix D of the 2012 IGP.
