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The following information should be used as a guide for submitting a complete SIP application for the construction, operation and/or modification of process equipment, fuel burning equipment and/or air pollution control devices.  Please follow all instructions carefully to avoid having to submit additional information.

General Submittal Information:

1.
A complete SIP Application Package consists of Form 1.00 General Information and only the necessary application forms for the permitting action requested.  The SIP Application Package should include all facility diagrams, maps, equipment drawings, calculations, and other attachments.  Do not include any application form instructions in the SIP Application Package.

Two copies of the SIP Application Package should be mailed to the Air Protection Branch located at:

The SIP Application Package should be submitted at least 3 months prior to the start of the requested construction and/or modification.  Case-by-case determinations and/or public notification (eg., PSD, 112(g), Non-Attainment New Source Review) may require more extensive permit review.

The contents of the SIP Application Package, once submitted, are subject to public disclosure under the Georgia Open Records Act (GORA).  If any of the information contained in the application should be treated as confidential information, please refer to the procedures outlined in the Division’s Procedures of Requesting that Submitted Information be treated as Confidential. Additional time should be allowed for the Division’s review of a confidentiality claim.

Submission of this application does not replace or eliminate the authority of the Georgia Department of Labor [DOL] and the obligation of the new owner or operator of a boiler to obtain an installation permit subject to Rule 300-6-1-.06 “New Installation of Boilers, and Installation of Secondhand Boilers and pressure Vessels,” which is contained in the Georgia Boiler and Pressure Vessel Rules.
