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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

The subject site (site) is comprised of approximately 3.86 acres of land and consists of a single 

tax parcel addressed at 5211 Peachtree Industrial Boulevard in Chamblee, Georgia.  The site is 

situated in the southwest quadrant of the intersection of Peachtree Industrial Boulevard and 

Malone Drive, in an area surrounded by commercial and residential development.  Refer to 

Figures 1 and 2 in Appendix C.    

According to DeKalb County Tax Assessor records, the tax parcel ID number for the 5211 

Peachtree Industrial Boulevard property is 18 299 13 005. The site is currently owned by UW of 

James F. Hickman, Jr. Trust and Lynda Jane Hickman as Executive of the Estate.  The property 

is an automobile dealership operated by a tenant, Nalley Nissan.  The facility has formerly 

operated as Capitol City Nissan and Hickman Nissan.  Refer to Figure 3 for the current site 

configuration. 

Current plans are to redevelop the site with a five-story 240-unit multifamily apartment building 

and associated parking structure. Refer to Figure 4.  The Hickman Trust will retain ownership of 

the land and the property will be developed in cooperation with Del American, Inc., thus precluding 

eligibility under the Georgia Brownfield Program.  Financing through the Department of Housing 

and Urban Development (HUD) requires that development proceed under the authority of a 

corrective action plan approved by an appropriate regulatory authority.  Therefore, this application 

has been prepared pursuant to enrollment in the Georgia Voluntary Remediation Program.    

Previous assessments were conducted at the site and in the surrounding area between 1991 and 

2016 by various consultants to characterize site history and subsurface environmental conditions.  

The following lists the previous environmental documents on which Amec Foster Wheeler is at 

least partially basing this application:

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2.0 BACKGROUND 

A legal description of the property and a tax parcel map are included in Appendix A along with 

the VRP Application and Checklist.  The site is identified as DeKalb County Tax Parcel Number 

18 299 13 005.   

2.1 SITE DESCRIPTION      

The site is currently occupied by Nalley Nissan.  Improvements on the property include a 27,000-

square foot automobile sales and service building and a detached 5,200-square foot secondary 

service building.  The remainder of the site is paved for parking or landscaped. 

The sales and service building is a two-story structure that houses the sales showroom, 

administrative offices, the parts department and main auto service area and is located in the 

northern half of the property, along the western property boundary.  The secondary service 

building is a single-story structure located in the southern site corner.   

The property is bound to the northwest by Peachtree Industrial Boulevard.  Across Peachtree 

Industrial Boulevard is currently vacant property formerly utilized by the various Nissan 

dealerships as a used car lot.  The property is bound to the northeast by Malone Drive.  Across 

Malone Drive are facilities occupied by Adrenaline Fitness and Comcast Communications.  The 

property is bound to the southeast by an apartment complex and to the southwest by an apartment 

complex currently under construction. 

2.2 SITE HISTORY  

According to information contained in the URS and DG Dominion Phase I environmental site 

assessment reports, the site consisted of undeveloped grassed and wooded land since at least 

1940 through the early 1950s.  By 1958, the property was developed with a commercial structure 

and a smaller service building reportedly occupied by Allied Van Lines. A Texaco filling station 

was also located at the northern corner of the site at the intersection of Peachtree Industrial 

Boulevard and Malone Drive.  The Texaco building and the smaller service building were 

demolished in 1978.  The original commercial building has undergone several renovations and/or 

expansions and has operated as various automobile dealerships since 1978 through the present.  

The existing secondary service building was constructed by 1986. 
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As discussed in Section 3.3, research indicates that former underground storage tanks have been 

removed from the site. Remaining sources of environmental concern include hydraulic lifts, floor 

drains, an above ground tank and an oil/water separator.
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3.0 SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS INVESTIGATIONS AND CORRECTIVE ACTIONS 

The site has been investigated by previous parties interested in the property.  The constituents 

detected are discussed in Section 4.  Refer to Figure 3. 

3.1 SUMMARY OF 2005 INVESTIGATION 

According to the 2005 URS report, following completion of the Phase I Environmental Site 

Assessment, URS performed a limited Phase II investigation and engaged a subcontractor to 

perform a limited geophysical survey to evaluate the environmental concerns identified during 

their Phase I assessment. 

The geophysical survey was conducted using electromagnetic detection methods (EM-31) and 

ground penetrating radar (GPR) and focused on the location of the former filling station in the 

northern corner of the site.  An anomaly was identified in the assessment report in the northern 

corner of the site as shown on Figure 3. According to the report, the anomaly was described as a 

large mass of metal, such as an UST or the remnants of piping, dispensers and other debris. 

Following completion of the geophysical survey, 20 soil borings were advanced on the site using 

direct push methods.  The borings were advanced to depths ranging from 10 to 27 feet below 

ground surface. 

Soil samples were collected at selected intervals and were field screened with a photoionization 

detector.  Soil samples were selected for analysis based on the results of field screening.  

Groundwater samples were collected from 12 of the borings at the time of drilling using a direct-

push sampling device and a peristaltic pump. 

The soil samples and/or groundwater samples were tested for volatile organic compounds (VOCs, 

EPA Method 8260) and polynuclear aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs, EPA Method 8270).  Selected 

soil samples were tested for semi-volatile organic compounds (SVOCs, EPA Method 8270) rather 

than PAHs. 

3.2 SUMMARY OF 2015 INVESTIGATION 

According to the 2015 Trihydro report, soil and groundwater sampling was conducted as a follow-

up to their Phase I assessment.  The 2015 Phase II assessment consisted of installation of 23 

soil borings using direct push methods.  Boring depths ranged from 8 to 16 feet below ground 

surface. 
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Soil samples were collected at selected intervals and were field screened with a photoionization 

detector.  Soil samples were selected for analysis based on the results of field screening.  Sixteen 

soil samples were selected for laboratory testing. 

Groundwater samples were collected from 19 of the borings at the time of drilling using a direct-

push sampling device and a peristaltic pump.  An existing monitoring well on the site was also 

sampled. 

The soil and groundwater samples were tested for VOCs and PAHs/SVOCs.  Selected soil and/or 

groundwater samples were also tested for polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs, EPA Method 8082) 

and/or RCRA Metals (EPA Methods 6010 and 7471) 

3.3 SUMMARY OF UST CORRECTIVE ACTION 

According to UST closure documents obtained from the Georgia EPD UST Management Program 

(USTMP), two USTs associated with the former Texaco station at the northern corner of the site 

were moved in 1976 from their original location to a new location near the southern corner of the 

site.  No soil or groundwater testing was required or conducted at the time. 

The May 1991 UST Removal Project report indicated that the two USTs in the southern corner, a 

3,000-gallon used-oil tank and a 4,000-gallon gasoline tank, and associated piping were 

permanently closed by removal. The tanks were buried side-by-side in a single tank pit adjacent 

to the fence line, immediately north of the secondary service building.   

A total of six soil samples were collected from the floor of the tank hold excavation and along the 

piping runs.  The soil samples associated with the used oil tank system were tested for total 

petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH, EPA Method 418.1). The soil samples associated with the 

gasoline tank system were tested for benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene and xylenes (BTEX, EPA 

Method 8020). BTEX constituents were not detected above the laboratory reporting limits.  The 

petroleum concentrations detected were below the most stringent soil cleanup levels mandated 

by the Georgia EPD UST Management Program at that time.  According to a memorandum in the 

USTMP file, the closure report was submitted and a No Further Action Required (NFAR) status 

was granted by the USTMP.   

In January 2006, the USTMP received a UST Closure Request, submitted by Genesis Project, 

Inc. on behalf of the Estate of James F. Hickman, that provided soil and groundwater sample data 

obtained by URS in 2005 at the location of the GPR anomaly in the northern corner of the site 
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(the former filling station location). The soil and groundwater samples were tested for BTEX and 

PAHs.  Benzene was reported in one of the three soil samples at a concentration below the 

regulatory standard.    BTEX and PAH constituents were not detected above laboratory reporting 

limits in the groundwater sample.  As a result, the EPD issued a NFAR determination for the 

original gas station UST location on January 17, 2006. 

3.4 SUMMARY OF 2016 INVESTIGATIONS 

The Dominion report documented the same site history as the URS report.  Amec Foster Wheeler 

prepared a Release Notification based on the URS and Trihydro data.  In addition, AFW sampled 

two remaining monitoring wells, installed and sampled a new third well and developed a 

potentiometric surface map.  This data was added to the tables and figures. 

AFW also performed a geotechnical investigation consisting of 7 soil test borings.  This data was 

used in the conceptual site model discussed in Section 5.0. 
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4.0 REGULATED SUBSTANCES AND DELINEATION CONCENTRATION CRITERIA 

Results of environmental assessment activities document that a release of regulated substances 

to soil and groundwater has occurred at the site.  The constituents detected and the media they 

were detected in are listed below:

Refer to Tables 1 & 2 and Figures 5 & 6 for the concentrations and locations of individual 

constituents. 

4.1 SOIL 

Regulated constituents were detected in 21 of the 37 soil samples tested.  Regulated constituents 

exceeding the Type 1 Risk Reduction Standards (RRS) were detected in 2 of the 37 soil samples 

tested:  benzene in boring SB-6 at 4-6 feet (2.9 mg/kg) and lead in boring SB-15 at 4-8 feet (86.8 

mg/kg) 

4.2 GROUNDWATER    

Regulated constituents were detected in 18 of the 35 groundwater samples tested. Regulated 

constituents exceeding their US EPA Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL) and/or GA EPD 

Hazardous Site Response Act (HSRA) Appendix III standard for drinking water were detected in 

6 of 35 groundwater samples: benzene (SB-6), bis(2-ethylhexyl)phthalate (SB-20), chromium 

(SB-10 and SB-13), lead (SB-5) and naphthalene (PN-2-W). 
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5.0 CONCEPTUAL SITE MODEL 

A Conceptual Site Model (CSM) has been developed using the data obtained during previous 

investigative activities at the site, from the previous reports, and from reviews of published 

literature.  The CSM illustrates the site’s surface and subsurface setting, the known or suspected 

source(s) of regulated constituents, how those constituents might move within the environment, 

the potential human health and ecological receptors, and the complete and incomplete exposure 

pathways that exist for the site. 

5.1 GEOLOGY 

The site is located in the Piedmont Geologic Region of the Appalachian Province.  The Piedmont 

parallels the eastern edge of the North American continent south of New England and east of the 

Blue Ridge Region.  The Piedmont is the non-mountainous part of the Appalachians, and slopes 

generally from the mountains toward the Coastal Plain.  In general, the northwest boundary of the 

Piedmont is at the foot of the mountains.  The southeastern boundary is located where crystalline 

rocks of the Piedmont are overlain by the younger marine sediments of the Coastal Plain.  The 

Piedmont landscape typically consists of rolling terrain of gentle slope, cut or bounded by valleys 

of steeper slope and greater depth. 

The site is mapped by the Georgia Geologic Survey as being underlain by bedrock of the Brevard 

Zone in the northern portion of the property and the Norcross Gneiss in the southern portion of 

the property.  Brevard Zone rocks in the site area are described as undifferentiated ductile 

sheared rocks including button schists.  The Norcross Gneiss is described as consisting of 

epidote-biotite-muscovite-plagioclase gneiss locally containing amphibolite (McConnell and 

Abrams, 1984).  The residual soils present in this geologic area have been formed by the in-place 

chemical and physical weathering of the parent rock types.  The typical residual soil profile 

consists of clayey soils near the ground surface, where soil weathering is more advanced, 

transitioning to sandy silts and silty sands that generally with depth and proximity to the top of 

parent rock. 

Soil boring logs contained in the 2016 AFW geotechnical report describe soils at the site generally 

consisting of sands with varying components of silt and clay.  Bedrock was encountered at depths 

ranging from approximately 7 to 18 feet in borings located near the west corner of the site and at 

depths ranging from approximately 31.5 feet to 47 feet in the southern half of the site. Fill 

consisting generally of clay with varying components of silt and sand were noted in four borings 
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in the eastern half of the site.  Fill thicknesses were reported to range from approximately 12 to 

22 feet. 

5.2 GROUNDWATER FLOW 

In the Piedmont Geologic Region, groundwater generally occurs under water table conditions and 

is stored in the overlying mantle of residuum and in the structural features (i.e. joints, fractures, 

faults) present in the underlying rock.  Recharge to the water table occurs primarily through 

precipitation infiltrating the upper soils and percolating downward, under the influence of gravity, 

to the groundwater table.  Typically, the water table is not a level surface, but a subdued reflection 

of the land surface.  The depth to water is variable, being dependent on many factors which 

include:  the amount of rainfall, the permeability of the soil, the extent of fracturing in the underlying 

rock, and the amount of groundwater being pumped from the underlying aquifer.  Trihydro noted 

groundwater levels ranging from 8 to 13 feet in their April 2015 report.  The depth to groundwater 

was 7 to 8 feet deep on March 3, 2016 in two existing monitoring wells from the April 2015 Trihydro 

assessment (MW-5 and MW-16 on Figure 3).  On July 11 and 12, 2016, water levels ranged from 

9.88 feet in MW-16 to 12.88 feet in AW-1. 

Groundwater generally flows in directions subparallel to the ground surface slopes and under the 

influence of gravity toward points of discharge such as creeks, swamps, drainage swales or 

pumped groundwater wells.  Based on our review of topographic maps and online elevation data, 

the resources, the ground surface at the site slopes gently downward to Malone Drive, with 

elevations ranging from 991 to 993 feet along the western property boundary to 885 to 887 feet 

along the east property boundary.  Based on area topography, the groundwater flow direction is 

interpreted to be toward the east.  This was confirmed by the measurement of water table 

elevations as shown on Figure 9 and Table 3. 

A drainage feature is located on the adjacent property south of the site and may continue to drain 

through a culvert under the site and under Peachtree Industrial Boulevard.  The feature may 

contribute to the groundwater flow.  It is unclear whether this feature is for stormwater control or 

if it receives discharge from the aquifer. 

5.3 POTENTIAL RECEPTORS AND EXPOSURE PATHWAYS 

The information presented in this section is preliminary and subject to further analysis. 
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5.3.1 Water Usage 

Drinking water is supplied to the site and surrounding area through the municipal water distribution 

system.  Based on a recent water usage survey performed by AFW and appended to the Release 

Notification, drinking water wells are not present within at least a 3-mile radius surrounding the 

site.  The exposure pathway for groundwater is expected to be incomplete. If warranted, fate and 

transport modeling will be used to predict the maximum extent of off-site migration of regulated 

constituents in groundwater. 

5.3.2 Environmental Receptors 

The nearest surface water was observed in a drainage feature south of the site.  The feature likely 

drains to a tributary of Nancy Creek, approximately one-half mile distant.   The potential for 

migration of groundwater impacts on the site to affect the drainage feature will be evaluated, if 

warranted. 

5.3.3 Environmental Exposure Pathways 

The risk to human health and the environment is directly related to the potential for receptors to 

be exposed to contamination.  Exposure pathways are the means by which regulated substances 

migrate from a source to a point of contact with humans.  The following potentially complete 

exposure pathways for the site will be evaluated: 

 Contact with impacted soil during and after construction; 

 Inhalation of fugitive dust or volatiles from soil during construction; and 

 Inhalation of volatiles from the subsurface through indoor air vapor intrusion into the future 

residential structure. 

5.4 ENVIRONMENTAL CLEANUP STANDARDS 

The information presented in this section is based on available documents. 

5.4.1 Soil Criteria 

The site is located in Chamblee, Georgia in an area of commercial and residential properties.  The 

properties immediately surrounding the site consist of retail stores, a former automobile 

dealership and a veterinary clinic to the north, a gym/fitness center and an office building to the 

east and residential properties to the south and west.  The nearest residential properties are 

located immediately adjacent to the site to the south and west.  The site would currently be defined 

as a “non-residential” property as defined under HSRA.  However, because future development 
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plans are for residential use, residential risk reduction standards (RRS) will be applied for the 

purpose of remediation efforts. 

The default Type 1 RRS and/or the calculated site-specific Type 2 RRS will be applied as the soil 

cleanup standard.  Based on the soil concentrations summarized on Table 1, only 2 of the 37 soil 

samples at the site are not currently in compliance with the Type 1 RRS, and only benzene in SB-

6 4-8 feet exceeds both Type 1 and 2 RRS. 

5.4.2 Groundwater Criteria 

The groundwater testing data from the site summarized on Table 2 has identified constituents 

exceeding drinking water standards in groundwater.  Therefore, the intent is to restrict the use of 

groundwater at the site through an environmental covenant.  Note that due to the sampling and 

analysis methods employed, the elevated chromium and lead concentrations maybe the result of 

sediment in the groundwater samples tested and the elevated phthalate concentration may be an 

artifact of the monitoring well construction.  This possibility will be further explored, if warranted. 
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6.0 CONCEPTUAL VOLUNTARY INVESTIGATION AND REMEDIATION PLAN 

The current development plans for the site include demolition of existing structures, grading, utility 

installation, foundation construction and other ground disturbing activities to be undertaken across 

the site. Demolition will entail the removal of potential sources such as hydraulic lifts, oil/water 

separator(s) and above ground tank(s). 

6.1 SOIL 

As discussed in Section 5.0, previous data indicates a relatively low potential for soil conditions 

exceeding residential RRS at the site.  The intent of corrective action is to remove impacted soils 

prior to or during general grading and redevelopment activities. Additional pre-construction soil 

testing does not appear warranted, although the possibility of analyzing suspect soils identified 

during future geotechnical studies is not precluded.    

The basic remedial approach will be the removal of soil impacted above residential RRS by 

excavation to the limits determined through pre-excavation delineation sampling and testing 

and/or verification sampling and testing.  Excavated material that requires off-site disposal will be 

stockpiled with appropriate cover and erosion control, placed into roll-off boxes or direct loaded 

onto trucks for immediate transport.   

The extent of excavation of impacted soil areas will be confirmed through verification sampling, 

soil samples will be collected along each excavation sidewall and at least every 25 linear feet.  In 

areas where excavation depths exceed eight feet, verification soil samples will be collected from 

each 8-foot interval, or portion thereof, at each sidewall sample location.  In areas where the 

excavation depth is terminated above the water table, verification samples will be collected from 

the floor of each excavation at the rate of one sample per 500 square feet or portion thereof. For 

excavations extended to or below the water table or terminated on rock, no bottom soil samples 

will be collected.  Confirmation soil samples collected at a given location will be analyzed only for 

the regulated substances detected above the applicable soil RRS to demonstrate compliance at 

that location. 

An exception to the above relates to the removal of hydraulic lifts due to their unique character.  

A composite sample representative of the stockpiled spoils generated during lift excavation will 

be analyzed as those are the soils in contact with the lift.  If the composite sample exceeds the 

residential RRS, additional soil will be excavated and sidewall samples will be analyzed in 

accordance with the procedure in the preceding paragraph. 
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The excavation, handling, transport, and disposal of the soil and source material will be performed 

by methods that: (i) prevent contamination of the surrounding environment (soil, water, air), (ii) 

are in accordance with federal, state, and local laws, and (iii) protect personnel in the excavation 

area and adjacent areas. 

Disposal characterization samples of the excavated material will be collected and analyzed by a 

qualified laboratory for parameters specified by a permitted disposal facility, which may include 

the Toxicity Characterization Leaching Procedure (TCLP), prior to proper off-site disposal.  The 

excavated impacted soil will be transported in compliance with all applicable regulations for 

transporting such waste and disposed at a pre-approved disposal facility permitted to accept the 

designated waste. 

Soil imported from outside of the site used to replace excavated material will be analyzed for the 

complete analyte list and the results compared to the Type 1 RRS.  Borrow soils exceeding the 

applicable RRS will not be used.  Off-site borrow soils will be analyzed at a rate of one sample 

per 5,000 cubic yards, but not less than two samples per borrow source. 

After removal of the known areas of impacted soil, unforeseen environmental conditions (such as 

the presence of previously undetected suspect fill material, buried structures or other suspect 

conditions) may arise during excavation, grading or other subsurface construction activities.   

To address unknown site conditions, an Environmental Management Plan (EMP) will be 

developed to provide guidance for contractors working on the site during planned grading and 

construction activities.  The EMP will outline procedures to be followed in the event of discovery 

of unknown pre-existing environmental conditions.  These procedures will be designed to evaluate 

whether additional delineation or corrective action may be warranted.    

Any additional soil assessment and corrective actions will be documented in the final CSR.   

6.2 GROUNDWATER 

Groundwater conditions at the site have been generally characterized based on known 

environmental concerns.  However, additional groundwater sampling and testing may be 

warranted to update historical impacts and to prepare a fate and transport model to predict the 

migration of groundwater impacts off-site and to assist in the evaluation of vapor intrusion risks.  

Based on the limited impacts exceeding MCLs on the site, remediation of groundwater conditions 

is not planned, but will be further evaluated based on additional characterization. 
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6.3 REGULATORY COMPLIANCE 

The work will be performed in compliance with applicable OSHA regulations, and in accordance 

with a project specific Health and Safety Plan. Any soil/source material generated during 

corrective action will be managed in accordance with applicable laws and be protective of human 

health and the environment.  Any further analysis of soil and groundwater samples will be 

performed by a qualified laboratory using appropriate EPA test methods. 
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7.0 COMPLIANCE STATUS REPORT 

A Compliance Status Report (CSR) will be prepared and submitted to the Environmental 

Protection Division upon completion of corrective action as outlined herein.  The report will consist 

of information in the format required for submission to the EPD and will include the following:  

 A legal description and survey plat of the qualifying property,  

 Description of geologic and hydrogeologic conditions at the site, 

 A brief description of existing or potential human or environmental receptors, 

 A summary of actions taken to characterize, eliminate, control, or minimize the potential 
risk at the site, 

 A summary of all corrective actions to bring the site into compliance with residential soil 
risk reduction standards and to comply with a groundwater use restriction through 
institutional controls, 

 A summary of all pertinent field and laboratory data used to demonstrate the extent of 
impacted groundwater and to demonstrate compliance with residential soil risk reduction 
standards, 

 A summary of all corrective action to evaluate the potential for vapor intrusion into future 
structures and, if warranted, to mitigate the risks and hazards, 

 Documentation of the proper characterization, transportation, and disposal of 
contaminated soils and/or hazardous wastes, if any, and  

 The responsible party’s certification of compliance.  
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8.0 SCHEDULE 

Current plans call for demolition and redevelopment to proceed by October in 2016.  This process 

will likely take approximately 24 months.  

Corrective action in selected areas of known impact will most likely occur immediately following 

demolition of existing structures and concurrent with general site grading and installation of 

utilities and other infrastructure.  The CSR will be submitted within 90 days of completion of 

corrective action and ground-disturbing activities.  At this time, it is anticipated that CSR submittal 

will occur by December 31, 2018.

Semi-volatile Organic Compound Analysis by Method 8270D (CN and QM-10 Qualifiers):

For Batch 5030594, low recoveries for most target analytes were observed due to suspected loss of extract during final 
concentration.  MS, MSD and surrogate recoveries were as expected with some low recoveries due to the matrix 
interference caused by significant amounts of clay-like sediment present in the samples indicating that only the LCS was 
affected.

Re-extraction 
could not be performed within the 7 day method recommended holding time.  Initial and re-extract data is presented for 
review.
