The Permittee is allowed to treat, store, and dispose of hazardous waste in accordance
with the conditions of this permit. Any hazardous waste treatment, storage or disposal not
authorized in this permit is prohibited. The Permittee must comply with the Georgia
Hazardous Waste Management Act and the Rules for Hazardous Waste Management,
Chapter 391-3-11, which Rules include certain portions of the Federal Hazardous Waste
Reguiations (found at 40 CFR 260-264, 268, 270 and 124). Where a citation to the
Federal Regulations is made in this permit, it refers to the specific regulations adopted by
EPD.

The issuance of this permit does not convey any propeity rights in either real or personal
property, nor any exclusive privileges, nor does it authorize any injury to private propeny
or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of Federal, State or local laws or
regulations.

Compliance with this permit does not constitute a defense to any action brought by the
Director under Section 18, Emergency Powers, of the Georgia Hazardous Waste
Management Act, O.C.G.A. §12-8-75, as amended.

Nothing in this permit shall be construed to preclude the institution of any legal action
under Section 3008 of the Federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) or
under the Georgia Hazardous Waste Management Act, O.C.G.A. §§12-8-81 through
12-8-82, as amended. '

This permit may be modified, revoked and reissued, or terminated for cause as specified
in Rule 391-3-11.11(7) and 40 CFR §§270.41, 270.42, 270.43, 270.50(d) and 270.51(a).
The filing of a request for a permit modification, revocation and reissuance, or termination
or the notification of planned changes or anticipated hon-compliance on the part of the
Permittee does not stay the applicability of any permit condition.

Proper operation and maintenance includes effective performance, adequate funding,
adequate operator staffing and training, and adequate laboratory and process controls,
including appropriate quality assurance procedures. This provision requires the operation
of a back-up or auxiliary facility or similar systems only when necessary to achieve

compliance with the conditions of this permit.

All reports or other information requested by the Director shall be signed and certified
according to the requirements in 40 CFR §270.11.

Duty to Comply. The Permittee shall comply with all conditions of this permit, except to

the extent and for the duration such non-compliance is authorized by an emergency permit.
Any non-compliance with this permit constitutes a violation of the Georgia Hazardous
Waste Management Act and is grounds for enforcement action; for permit termination,
revocation and reissuance, or madification; or for denial of a permit renewal application.

Duty to Reapply. If the Permittee wishes to continue an activity regulated by this permit
after the expiration date of this permit, the Permittee must submit a compieted application
for a new permit at least one hundred eighty (180) days before this permit expires.
Pursuant to §270.51, this permit and all conditions herein will remain in effect beyond the
permit's expiration date if the Permittee has submitted a timely and complete application
for a new permit and, through no fault of the Permittee, the Director has not issued a new
permit on or before the expiration date of this permit.

Need to Halt or Reduce Activity Not a Defense. It shall not be a defense for a Permittee
in an enforcement action that it would have been necessary to halt or reduce the permitted
activity in order to maintain compliance with the conditions of this permit.

Duty to Mitigate. The Permittee shall take all reasonable steps to minimize or correct any
adverse impact on the environment or human health resulting from non-compliance with
this permit.
