8, and Intermittent Stream (IS) 10 for the construction of two single-lane roundabouts on State Route (SR) 9 at 

County Rd 194/County Rd 252/ Dawson Forest Rd. The project would impact the 25-foot state mandated buffer 

under Criteria 2(a) & (h) within the Etowah River watershed. Disturbance activities will consist of clearing, 

placement of fill, installation of orange barrier fence and type C silt fence, and placement of rip rap within the 

buffer.
