The subject site is an active petroleum retail facility and convenience store that contains two 8,000-gallon
gasoline underground storage tanks (USTs), one 8,000-gallon diesel UST, and one 1,000-gallon
kerosene UST. Analytical results of a soil sample collected during a Phase Il Environmental Site
Assessment (ESA) revealed a concentration of carbon disulfide above the laboratory detection limit.
Carbon disulfide is not known to have ever been used, stored or transported on the subject property.
Therefore, the source of the carbon disulfide is unknown.

A Phase Il ESA was completed at the subject site on May 18, 2011. Analytical results of a groundwater
saturated soil sample collected from beneath the site at a depth of 25 feet below ground surface (BGS)
revealed a carbon disulfide concentration of 0.00511 milligrams per kilogram (mg/Kg). No carbon
disulfide was detected in any of the remaining soil samples collected as part of the Phase It ESA. Carbon
disulfide is not known to have ever been used, stored or transported on the subject property. Therefore,
the release date is unknown.

A Phase Il ESA was completed at the subject site on May 18, 2011. Analytical results of a groundwater
saturated soil sample collected from beneath the site at a depth of 25 feet BGS revealed a carbon
disulfide concentration of 0.00511 mg/Kg. No cleanup activities have been initiated at the site. Soil
samples were collected and analyzed as part of the Phase || ESA: no groundwater samples were
collected.

Site Summaryv

The subject site is an active convenience store with fuel storage and sales. A Phase II
Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I ESA) was conducted at the site by Spero Corporation
on May 18, 2011. As an active petroleum retail facility and convenience store, the site is open to
the general public. The nearest residence is a single family home located approximately 195 feet
west of the site, owned by David W. Woods. The nearest water supply well, owned by The
Loeft Company, Inc, is located approximately 1.28 miles northeast of the site. Two surface
water intakes for the Athens Clarke County water system are located approximately 4,960 feet
west of the site.

As part of the Phase II ESA, 14 soil borings were installed to total depths between
approximately 13 - 26 feet below ground surface (BGS). Groundwater did not enter any of the
borings; therefore no groundwater samples were collected. All samples were properly preserved
and stored on ice for transport to the laboratory were they were analyzed for Volatile Organic
Compounds (VOC). Soil samples collected from three borings were also analyzed for
Polynuclear Aromatic Hydrocarbons (PAH). Additionally, soil samples collected from seven of
the soil borings were also analyzed for semi-VOCs.

Analytical results of a groundwater sample collected soil boring B-6 at a depth of 25 feet
BGS revealed a carbon disulfide concentration of 0.00511 milligrams per kilogram (mg/Kg).
The site contains two 8,000-gallon gasoline underground storage tanks (USTs), one 8,000-gallon
diesel UST, and one 1,000-gallon kerosene UST. Carbon disulfide is not known to have ever
been used, stored or transported on the subject property. Therefore, the source of the carbon
disulfide is unknown. However, carbon disulfide is known to be a daughter-product of
petroleum products degradation, is known to be a common laboratory cross-contaminant, and is
also a naturally occurring compound.

The Phase 11 ESA did not define the extent of the carbon disulfide detections. No actions
have been taken to remediate the property.

The suspected source of the release is surface spills or leaks of sodium hydroxide from Bleachery Kiers
occurring inside the Kendall Healthcare Products Co. which has operated the site since 1969 to present.

The release date is unknown. The material is considered to have been liquid in form. The quantity of material
released is unknown.

Soil samples were collected just below the slab and at a depth of three feet in four locations. Subsequently,
perched groundwater samples were collected from each of the four borings. Samples were placed in the
appropriate laboratory-supplied containers, preserved on ice, and transported under chain-of-custody protocol
to Xenco Laboratories, Inc., in Norcross, Georgia for analyses of pH by EPA Method 9045 (soil) and 9040
(water) and Alkalinity by EPA Method 2320B (soil) and 23208 (water).

As part of the site’s corrective actions related to these results the re-distribution of caustic water flows
generated from the Bleaching process was removed from a lined floor drain to overhead fixed piping which
prevents the potential travel of this stream onto the processing floor. Other actions include the repair of the
concrete processing floor which prevents the impact of caustic water flows from operational upsets. As a resuit
of these actions, the source of contamination is now considered removed.

Site Summary

The Covidien facility (Site), is located at 1430 Marvin Griffin Road, Augusta, Richmond County, Georgia 30906. More
specifically the site is identified as parcel number 135-0-004-02-0 and consists of approximately 78-acres of land in total.
Covidien has operated the Site as a health care products manufacturer from 1969 until present. A Site Map is attached.

The Site is accessible by automobile via a driveway from Marvin Griffin Road to the North. The Site contains no
drinking water wells and is fenced/inaccessible with 24-hour security. The Site is surrounded by industrial properties
including a collection of small distribution companies to the north (ex. XPEDX) and E-Z-GO. The Site is bordered to the
south by an undeveloped wooded area followed by Penske Trucking. The Site is bordered to the east by Doug Barnard
Parkway and to the west by Kellog’s. The nearest address listed as having a drinking water well is the Augusta Richmond
County Utilities Department. According to the USGS website and a conversation with Mr. Alvin Flanagan (Groundwater
Operations Manager) with the Augusta-Richmond County Utilities Department, Augusta-Richmond County utilizes one
water supply well located approximately 1.62 miles southeast of the Site along Doug Barnard Road (just south of the
Bush Field airport entrance). The nearest residence was identified as Marion, Pugh, located at 3404 Pippin Road,
approximately 1,000 feet from the Site.

On April 22, 2011, ATC mobilized to the site to perform a limited soil and groundwater assessment including soil and
groundwater sampling/testing for pH and alkalinity. A total of four soil borings (at predetermined locations) were
advanced in an area of the basement of the bleach room at points adjacent to areas of a raised concrete slab. A coring
machine was utilized to advance the borings through the concrete slab. Subsequently, the borings were completed
utilizing hand auger techniques. Based on ATC’s observations during this assessment, the soils encountered consisted
generally of firm silty clays. Although water was encountered and sampled at each shallow boring, it is ATC’s opinion
that the water was perched between the floor slab and the underlying clays. Therefore, the water sampled is not
necessarily representative of aquifer conditions.

Soil samples were collected just below the slab and at a depth of three feet in four locations. Subsequently, groundwater
samples were collected from each of the four borings. Samples were placed in the appropriate laboratory-supplied
containers, preserved on ice, and transported under chain-of-custody protocol to Xenco Laboratories, Inc., in Norcross,
Georgia for analyses of pH by EPA Method 9045 (soil) and 9040 (water) and Alkalinity by EPA Method 2320B (soil) and
2320B (water).

Based on the historical use of the Site and the laboratory results of the collected samples, it appears that the high pH
conditions identified at the site are likely the result of on-site leaks or spills of sodium hydroxide during the historical
operations of the Site during bleaching processes. As part of the site’s corrective actions related to these results the re-
distribution of caustic water flows generated from the Bleaching process was removed from a lined floor drain to
overhead fixed piping which prevents the potential travel of this stream onto the processing floor. Other actions include
the repair of the concrete processing floor which prevents the impact of caustic water flows from operational upsets. As
a result of these actions, the source of contamination is now considered removed.

ATC performed a scoring of the Site for Sodium Hydroxide impact to soils and groundwater using the Georgia EPD
Reportable Quantities Screening Method (RQSM) and the RQSM Guidance Manual last updated January 2008. Based on
ATC’s calculations, the Groundwater Pathway score for the Site is 1.41, which is well below the Hazardous Site
Inventory (HSI) threshold score of 10 and the Onsite Pathway score was calculated to be 10.0, which is below the HSI
threshold score of 20. Based on these data, it does not appear that a release exceeding a reportable quantity has occurred.
ATC recommends that the Site not be listed on the HSI. A copy of the scoring performed by ATC is attached.

Site Summary

The English Street, Building C property (the “property”) consists of an approximately .65 acre
parcel located in a predominantly commercial/industrial area off of Huff Road in northwest
Atlanta. The property is currently unoccupied, but was historically used for the manufacture of
wood furniture. The property is surrounded on all sides by industrial and commercial operations.
Several former residences in the vicinity of the property, including the former residences across
Culpepper Street, have been converted for commercial use as artists’ studios, workshops and art
galleries.

The current owner acquired the property in 2005, and has no knowledge regarding the source of
any release of regulated substances at its property. However, during sampling conducted by a
prospective purchaser of the property in May 2011, low levels of regulated substances were
detected in soil and groundwater. The concentrations detected appear to have resulted from the
historical release of small amounts of regulated substances used in connection with former wood
furniture manufacturing operations.

As part of the sampling conducted at the property, two temporary monitoring wells (B-1 and B-
2) and three soil borings (B-3, B-4 and B-5) were installed within fenced areas adjacent to the
building. Groundwater was collected from B-1 and B-2 at depths of 34 ft. and 32 ft.,
respectively. Soil samples were collected from B-3, B-4 and B-5 at a depth of approximately
three feet. All samples were submitted for laboratory analysis by Method 8260 for volatile
organic compounds and Method 8270 for semi-volatile organic compounds. Low levels of
regulated substances were detected in soil and groundwater, as described in the attached
notification. Regulated substances were not detected in B-5 at levels exceeding notification
concentrations.

The areas affected by the release are all entirely surrounded by eight foot high fencing, topped in
barbed wire, and are accessible only through either the locked building or through two sets of
locked gates. In addition, no drinking water wells are located within three miles of the property.

Based on the limited nature of the release and current site conditions, a release exceeding a

reportable quantity does not appear to have occurred at the property. Therefore, we respectfully
request that EPD issue a “no listing” determination for the property.

Property Description

Kim Long Plaza is a multi-tenant retail facility (strip mall). The facility is located on a 7.79-acre
parcel of land in a mixed residential/commercial area of Forest Park, Georgia. The site is bordered
on the north by a junkyard, on the east by a wooded residential neighborhood, on the south by
commercial property, and on the west by Jonesboro Road and commercial properties. The area
affected by the release is located on a portion of the property on the north end of the building which
is occupied by an automotive repair facility called Good Time Auto Service. A Site Location Map is
provided as Figure 1.

Nature and Extent of Contamination

The source of contamination is suspected to be surface drips and spills from Good Time Auto
Service. The substance(s) released are unknown. Exact release dates and quantities are unknown.
EBI Consulting, Inc. (EBI) completed a limited subsurface investigation at the above-referenced
property in July and August of 2010. Soil and groundwater samples were collected during the
investigation. Eight direct-push soil borings were completed in the area surrounding the used oil
AST, used oil UST, and stained pavement noted during site assessment activities. Additional soil
samples were collected during UST removal activities in October 2010. The groundwater sample
was collected from a temporary well adjacent to the east end of the UST. Due to the shallow depth
of this sample (7.5-feet below ground surface) and the absence of groundwater within 26-feet of the
surface in nearby borings, the water sample collected was considered to be perched rather than a
representative groundwater sample.

Findings of the limited subsurface investigation and UST closure sampling indicate that soils have
been impacted at concentrations below the HSRA notification criteria by acetone, benzene, and 2-
butanone (MEK). Groundwater has been impacted by cis-1,2-dichloroethene (cis-1,2-DCE) and
trichloroethene (TCE). Neither of the compounds detected in the groundwater were present at
concentrations in excess of the Federal Maximum Contaminant Levels (MCLs). No water supply
wells have been identified within 3-miles of the subject property.

I Subsurface Investigation performed for the above-referenced property (Site). This scope of
work was performed in accordance with our executed proposal #P0055, dated May 6, 2011,
using the American Society for Testing and Materials “Standard Guide for Environmental Site
Assessments: Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment Process”, Designation: E 1903-97 (2002)
as a guide. The Site location is presented on Figure 1 of Appendix I.

BACKGROUND

The Site is an approximately 0.81-acre commercial parcel, currently operating as an automotive
repair shop; the Site is developed with an approximately 1,344 square foot, one-story garage
building. The following recognized environmental conditions (RECs) were identified associated
with the Site during an Environmental Site Assessment (ESA):

On-Site

The Site has been documented historically operating as a petroleum service station from at least
1957 to 1981, if not longer. At least seven abandoned underground storage tanks (USTs) are
present in the Site subsurface. Eleven vent pipes and pressure caps were observed on the back of
the on-Site building. Fill ports and submerged turbine pump man ways and sumps were also
observed associated with the abandoned, on-Site UST system. Two concrete dispenser islands
are located west of the Site building, along its frontage with Metropolitan Parkway.

The historic
property use as a petroleum service station with bulk storage of petroleum as well as its
abandoned, USTs has the potential to impact the Site with petroleum hydrocarbons, and is
considered a recognized environmental condition requiring further assessment.

Off-Site

Based on field reconnaissance, historic city directories, and environmental database review,
nearby properties have the potential to impact the Site groundwater with petroleum
hydrocarbons and hazardous materials. Several active, closed, and historic material recovery,
petroleum service stations, manufacturing facilities, and dry cleaning facilities were identified
within 500 feet of the Site. Due to the nature of the petroleum hydrocarbons and hazardous
materials involved with their past and present operations, these nearby properties and active
facilities have the potential to impact the Site with petroleum hydrocarbons and industrial
solvents. The industrial nature of the area surrounding the Site is considered a recognized
environmental condition.

One Group performed a Modified Phase II Subsurface Investigation to evaluate the Site
subsurface for potential impact from on-Site and off-Site sources. A Site Plan is provided on
Figure 2 of Appendix I

POTENTIAL RECEPTOR SURVEY

The Site is located in a lower pollution susceptibility area, as defined by the Groundwater
Pollution Susceptibility Map of Georgia, Georgia Geologic Survey Hydrologic Atlas 20.

Surface Water Bodies

According to the US Geological Survey (USGS) Topographic map, 7.5-Minute, Southwest
Atlanta, Georgia Quadrangle dated 2011; the closest surface water feature is tributary to the
South River, approximately 7,600 feet south of the Site. The topographic map is presented as
Figure 1 of Appendix I.

SUBSURFACE INVESTIGATION

One Group personnel mobilized to the Site on May 24, 2011. This investigation was performed
in accordance with the published USEPA Region IV guidance documents “EISOPQAM” dated
November 2007, and “SESD Field Branches Quality System and Technical Procedures”.

Eight soil borings, SB-1 through SB-8, were advanced to groundwater with direct-push™
technology. The soil boring locations were selected to best represent shallow groundwater
quality in areas suspected of impact from the documented on-Site and off-Site RECs. The soil
boring locations are presented on Figure 3 of Appendix L

Groundwater was encountered in all eight soil borings at depths ranging from 10 to 14 feet bgs.
Several borings were offset due to refusal from buried concrete.

Groundwater samples were obtained from the soil borings using disposable polyethylene tubing
and a peristaltic pump within a five-foot length of stainless-steel, slotted screen. The
groundwater samples were field preserved, labeled, placed on ice, and transported to the
laboratory under standard Chain of Custody protocols.

ANALYTICAL METHODS

The groundwater samples were analyzed for volatile organic compounds (VOCs) USEPA
Method SW8260B to assess for petroleum hydrocarbon constituent and/or industrial solvent
impact. Analytical Environmental Services, Inc. (NELAP Certification #E87582) performed the
analysis at their laboratory in Atlanta, Georgia.

ANALYTICAL RESULTS

Groundwater sample SB-8 contained tetrachloroethene (PCE) and trichloroethene (TCE)
concentrations of 150 part per billion (ppb) and 25 ppb, respectively. Groundwater sample SB-1
contained benzene concentrations of 5.1 ppb.

Remaining VOCs were not detected in the groundwater samples analyzed.

CONCLUSIONS

The following are the project conclusions:

¢ Drinking water supplies were not identified within a three-mile radius of the Site;

Surface water bodies were not identified within a 500-foot radius of the Site;

A reportable release of VOCs has been discovered in the Site groundwater;

At least seven, abandoned USTs are present in the Site subsurface.

Documentation of their
closure should be submitted to the EPD in a properly certified UST Closure Report (GUST-9).

By law, within twenty-four hours of being informed of their discovery, the Site owner is required
to report the VOC concentrations in the Site groundwater to EPD’s Hazardous Site Response
Program in a properly certified Initial Release Notification.

The Subject Property is located at 1400 Peachtree Street in Atlanta, Fulton County, Georgia. The site
is bounded by a commercial office building to the north, Peachtree Street to the east, 17" Street to the
south, and West Peachtree Street to the west. A concrete wall present on the northern adjoining
property makes the Subject Property inaccessible from the north. Fencing is present along the
remaining borders of the site causing the Subject Property to be inaccessible to passersby. The
Subject Property was formerly developed with numerous drycleaners, dyers, clothes pressers and
laundries.

Tetrachloroethene (PCE) was detected at one location at a concentration of 0.24 milligrams per
kilogram (mg/kg), which exceeded the notification concentration. 1,1-Dichloroethane was detected
at one location at a concentration of 0.056 mg/kg, which exceeded the notification concentration.

Groundwater sampling indicated a release to groundwater of two VOCs: PCE and chloroform. As
PCE and chloroform are not considered petroleum constituents and there are no background
concentrations for PCE and chloroform, this notification is being submitted. We note that
chloroform is often found at low levels in potable water as a result of the water treatment
process; consequently, the chloroform detected may be the result of leaking municipal water
lines.

Dalton Utilities reportedly supplies drinking water to the Property and the surrounding area. The source of the
drinking water supplied by Dalton Utilities is surface water obtained from the Conasauga River, Coahulla Creek,
and Mill Creek and groundwater obtained from Freeman Springs.

Moreover, according to Dalton Utilities,
the surface water intake is located approximately 2.7-miles from the Property. According to the United States
Geological Survey (USGS) website, two (2) USGS wells were identified within 3-miles of the Property;, however,
according to EPD, neither of these USGS wells are used as public drinking water resources.

GLE Associates, Inc. (GLE) performed a limited area reconnaissance within 3-miles of the Property for visual
evidence of active drinking water wells (i.e., well houses, pumps). No active drinking water wells were identified
during GLE's area reconnaissance; however, one private well was identified approximately 1.75-miles to the
south of the Property. According to the well owner, the private well was reportedly used for washing automobiles
and was not used for drinking water. in addition, based on GLE’s review of a Trip Report prepared by EPD RRP
for a nearby facility known as Certified Testing Laboratories (Former) at 1105 Riverbend Drive dated June 25,
2007, no active drinking water wells were identified within 3-miles of the Property.

Site Summary

The Property is located within an industrial and residential area of Dalton, Georgia and consists of one (1)
irregularly-shaped parcel of land totaling approximately 11.13-acres. More specifically, the Property is
located immediately northeast of the termination of Brooks Road into Riverbend Road. The Property is
developed with one (1) manufacturing/office building located on the central portion of the site, which is
occupied by a carpet backing application company commercially known as Add Bac, Inc. Two (2) primary
methods are used at the Property to apply the backing material to the carpet and inciude a latex-based
adhesive and a urethane-based adhesive. Based on information and belief, the Property appears to have
been developed with a manufacturing facility dating back to at least 1969.

Six (6) soil samples were collected at the Property on November 11, 2010, and analyzed for total
petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) - diesel range organics (DRO) and gasoline range organics (GRO),
volatile organic compounds (VOC), semi-volatile organic compounds (SVOC), and/or RCRA metals. In
addition, one (1) soil sample was collected to establish naturally occurring RCRA metal concentrations.
Select VOC and RCRA metal constituents including acetone, 1,1-dichloroethane, vinyl chioride, arsenic,
barium, cadmium, chromium, lead, and mercury were detected in select soil samples collected at the
Property; however, all of the identified constituent concentrations were below their respective NCs for soil.
Therefore, no additional soil investigations have been conducted at the Property to date. Please refer to
the Soil Analytical Results Plan, which is included as Attachment 9B3, for the sample locations, the
specific analyses performed on each soil sample, and the analytical results.

Four (4) groundwater samples were collected at the Property on November 11, 2010, and analyzed for
VOC, SVOC, and/or RCRA metals. In addition, one (1) groundwater sample was collected to establish
naturally occurring RCRA metal concentrations. Select VOC and RCRA metal constituents including vinyl
chloride and barium were detected in select groundwater samples collected at the Property. More
specifically, vinyl chloride was detected in one (1) groundwater sample (EB-2-W) collected at the Property
and at a concentration of 3.38-ug/L, which is above the MCL for vinyl chloride.  Barium was detected in
four (4) groundwater samples collected at the Property; however, the barium concentrations were below
the MCL for barium and appear to be the result of naturally occurring background concentrations.

In an attempt to verify the presence of vinyl chloride in groundwater at the Property, one (1) permanent
groundwater monitoring well (MW-1) was installed at the Property on February 16, 2011 at the same
location where vinyl chloride was previously identified (EB-2). Two (2) confirmatory groundwater samples
were collected from MW-1 on February 16, 2011 and April, 13, 2011, respectively, and analyzed for vinyl
chloride. Viny! chloride was detected in both confirmatory samples at concentrations of 15.9-ug/L and
7.51-ug/L, respectively, which are both above the MCL for vinyl chloride. Please refer to the
Groundwater Analytical Results Plan, which is included as Attachment 9B4, for the sample locations, the
specific analyses performed on each groundwater sample, and the analytical results. The boring logs
and laboratory analytical reports from GLE's initial soil and groundwater assessment and the follow-up
confirmatory groundwater sampling activities are included in Attachment 9B.

No actions have been taken to remediate the Property. Based on literature reviewed, interviews, and a
limited area reconnaissance performed by GLE, no active drinking water wells were identified within 3-
miles of Property. Based on the absence of identified drinking water wells within an area of concern and
the inaccessibility of the site, this Property should not be listed on the Hazardous Site inventory (HSI).
