Description and Location of Proposed Activity:

The proposed mitigation for the Helen to Hardman Farm State Historical Site — Heritage Trail will consist of
removing invasive vegetation (e.qg., privet) and planting multi-trophic native riparian vegetation along an unnamed
perennial stream located along the Unicoi Turnpike in Sautee Nacoochee. The proposed streambank restoration will

result in 1,000 linear feet (50,000 square feet) of buffer impacts along an unnamed perennial stream, a tributary to
the Chattahoochee River in the Upper Chattahoochee Watershed in White County.
